Nunavut’s Smoking Laws

It is illegal to smoke, vape or use cannabis in:

4. BUFFER ZONES
Within nine big steps of a building’s entrance or exit including 
ramps, stairs, windows and air intake vents. Examples of those 
buildings include:
•	 Stores.
•	 All public buildings.
•	 Government buildings.

•	 Churches.
•	 Apartments.
•	 etc.
